1. Go to the class website at: http://users.edinboro.edu/sschuyler. 

2. Locate the CS 130 section

3.  Download the file named "lastnameFirstInitial_CS130Terms.xls" (it is a hyperlink), left click and "Save As" (DO NOT OPEN)

 Change the file name prefix from "lastnameFirstInitial" to your lastname and initial (but keep the "_CS130Terms" suffix.

If you do not change the prefix for the file name, it is almost certain you will either forget to do it, or you will save another file with the correct prefix and then send me the wrong file. So save just ONE copy with your last name and initial prefixed to the file name.

4. AFTER downloading and changing the file name, double click the filename to start Excel ™ and open the assessment.

5. READ and follow the directions on the Instructions tab first (carefully), then

6. Select the tab which is labeled “Main (1),”then read and respond to each question. Answers may be in upper or lower case. Enter ONLY letters (or digits if called for), do not press the space bar or enter other punctuation.
